	PROGRAM HIGHLIGHTS

	Harris Teeter’s carpool rewards program is adding new carpoolers each week!  Fifteen carpoolers reported their commutes the first week, adding one additional carpooler the 2nd week (for a total of 16 carpoolers), and an additional six more carpoolers joined the program the third week. Harris Teeter now has a total of 22 carpoolers participating, and hopes to continue to increase these numbers. In addition, Harris Teeter Distribution has implemented an anti-idling policy for all of its tractor trailer vehicles. The company has automated each truck’s engine to automatically turn off after three minutes of idling. Through this operational policy, Harris Teeter hopes to reduce even more emissions at its worksite and beyond. 
Johnson & Wales University held its Clean Air Works! kick-off event to coincide with a back-to-school faculty and staff lunch on Thursday August 31st. Both CAW and NC Air Awareness were on hand to provide information on air quality and commute options. A larger map was created to show employees where they lived in relation to their co-workers. Employees showed significant interest in CATS transit services, and approximately 25 employees requested complimentary 10-trip bus passes and will be trying transit during Johnson & Wales “Try It Week,” the first week of October. 

Bowater held a “Gas Cap Check” event on Tuesday, September 5th to check both Bowater fleet vehicles and employees’ personal vehicles for gas cap leaks. Approximately 120 vehicles were checked onsite and a total of eight gas caps were replaced. After executing three of these events at various worksites, a total of 227 vehicles have been checked and 27 gas caps have been replaced, reducing harmful emissions in our air.
Clean Air Works! presented Wachovia Bank’s Employer Action Plan on Tuesday, August 29th. Over 2,000 of its employees completed the baseline survey, showing great interest in air quality and transportation initiatives. Almost 300 Wachovia employees are tracking their commutes using CommuteTrak, CAW’s online tracking system. In August, Wachovia employees tracked 114 bicycle trips, 276 carpooling trips, 1393 transit trips, 66 vanpool trips, and 119 walking trips. In addition, 88 trips were avoided by employees telecommuting instead.
